equivalent score 

 

- National Percentile (NP) scores should not be confused with percent correct 

scores 

- NP scores cannot be subtracted, added, averaged, etc. 

- NP scores indicate a ranking in comparison to a national sample or norm 

- The national norm for any grade level is a NP score of 50; test difficulty increases 

with grade level 

- The NP of 78 on the reading subtest among third grade students at S.P.S. indicates
